The Whole Bible Story in 10 Minutes (Story 4) (Gestures/Motions)

Creation and Camp = In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

Adam — Abraham (Isaac, Jacob, Joseph to Egypt)

Aaron and Moses (out of Egypt) - tents in the wilderness 660 years
(Genesis, Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, Deuteronomy, Job) (from Abraham)
